Useful Information

Princeton Forrestal Village is located off Route 1 at the College Road West exit

near I-95 and I-295.
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You'll turn onto Village Boulevard and then
meander past the Westin and a couple of
buildings.

There will be a parking structure on your
right — parking is free. Look for the Low
Clearance sign.
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right into the Food Court.

Lunch will be on your own — we are playing in a food court with a Japanese
restaurant - Teryiaki Boy — and an Italian restaurant — Valentino’s Pizza &
Trattoria. Or bring your lunch.

Tentative start time after lunch is 2:30 PM. However, that is subject to change. If
you leave the food court, be back no later than 2:15 PM.

Ample parking is available.

We are in a public space so there is background noise at times from the small
groups hanging out or eating there. We cannot move the tables/chairs so we'll
spread out across the Food Court as needed. Do not use the row of tables
closest to Valentino’s and Teriyaki Boy.

Need a place to stay? A Westin and Marriott are within the Forrestal complex,
and many other hotels are located nearby along Route 1.

The Collins Division will use the 5-point challenge per word penalty. A
minimum of 4 players is needed.

At least 2 laptops will be needed for word adjudication. Let Judy know if you
can bring a laptop.
