· This tournament is open to teams in 4th-12th grades.  High school players will be in a separate division.  A team from mixed grades is acceptable, but must play in the division of the oldest player.  If you don’t have a teammate, we will try to find one for you (or you may play solo if numbers are uneven).

· School Scrabble teams play in teams of two against another team of two.  Each team will play with one rack of letters and collaborate on plays.  Rounds will be played following official School Scrabble tournament rules.  

· The word source for both divisions will be the Official Scrabble Player’s Dictionary, 4th Edition, available at local bookstores, online bookstores such as www.amazon.com, or through the National Scrabble Association (NSA) web site.

· The NSA’s School Scrabble web site can be found at http://school.scrabble-assoc.com/.  This site includes information about the upcoming national championship, rules, aids for teachers, etc.

· The entry fee is $15 per player (or $30 per team).  Boards, tiles, tile bags, racks, and clocks will be provided for use during the tournament; however, players with rotating (deluxe) Scrabble boards, Protiles, and digital or analog chess clocks are encouraged to bring them.  

· Games will be stopped after 44 minutes, so players should make as many plays as possible to increase their scores.  (Announcements will be made as the end of the time approaches.)  Each team will have a final challenge with no penalty.

· Each team must have a “coach,” an adult responsible for the team during the tournament.  This coach may be a parent, teacher, or trainer. (High school teams do not have to bring a coach.)

· There will be a half-hour lunch break at 1:00.  Students can either bring a lunch or their coaches can go out during game 3 to bring back food.  The Swan Delicatessen & Grill nearby will be open.

· No walk-in registrations will be accepted the day of tournament.

Directions:
From the South: 684 North to Exit 7 (Purdys).  At the end of the ramp turn right.  At the next light turn left onto Rte. 22.  The Community Center is a brick building immediately on your right, at the corner of Titicus River Rd. 
From the North: 684 South to Exit 8 (Croton Falls).  At the end of the ramp turn left.  Take first left onto Route 22.  Follow Route 22 past the Purdys Homestead Restaurant and the Community Center will a brick building on your left, just before the light.  Note:  Do not turn onto Titicus Rd.; that is a different road from Titicus River Rd. 

By Train: Take the Metro-North train to Purdys.  Walk up the stairs to Route 116, then turn right.  After the 2nd light cross the street (Route 22). The Community Center will be the brick building to the left of Swan’s Deli. 

Please park in front of building, on the side of the road, or across the street from Swan’s Deli.
